The Paul Rebholtz Memorial Scholarship may be used for expenses relating to educational opportunities at colleges and universities, as well as trade and technical schools.  The scholarship amount is $1,000 per academic year for up to four years.  Scholarships will be paid per semester or quarter.  Timing of funding may vary for trade or technical school students, according to the course duration.

The Purpose of this scholarship is to help fund educational opportunities for students who have learned to value knowledge and education through their personal and academic growth during their years at Boise High School.  

Improved Performance:  Students who have made a good effort to improve their performance during their high school years are encouraged to apply for this scholarship.  This scholarship does not heavily emphasize overall grade point average, rather the record of improvement.

A Chance to Succeed:  This scholarship is intended to give students who may not meet the strict criteria for typical scholarships a chance to further their education and training.

Making a Difference:  Students who have a desire to make a difference in the lives of others, who are ethical, have integrity, who wants to better themselves through education and training are encouraged to apply for this scholarship.
